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 Baur au Lac, Zurich

May 2010 – The Baur au Lac lies within its very own park in the heart of Zurich. The hotel grounds extend along the banks of Lake Zurich and are just a stone's throw from the Bahnhofstrasse, one of the world’s most famous luxury shopping streets. Besides renowned jewelers, watch- and clockmakers, here visitors find exclusive fashion labels and world-famous confectioners. All major cultural and tourist attractions, such as the opera house, theatres, museums, art galleries and the Tonhalle concert hall are within walking distance. The beautiful park along the Lake and Zurich’s old town are also within easy walking distance and provide charming routes for joggers and walkers. 
Transport connections to the hotel are ideal: the airport is reached within 20 minutes by car and the main train station is just a 15-minute walk away. 

2009 Renovation of Baur au Lac (2,006,324,953.27 INR)
Behind the Baur au Lac's intricately restored neo-classical façade, new and luxuriously styled suites and rooms were built on four floors between July 2008 and September 2009. In December 2008, an entirely new banqueting area was inaugurated with a gala Christmas Eve dinner and a glittering New Year's Eve ball in the Petit Palais. Renowned designers Pierre-Yves Rochon and Frédéric d'Haufayt have given the Baur au Lac a completely new face, leaving it looking even more elegant and prestigious. Pierre-Yves Rochon (who had placed his stamp on the reborn Four Seasons Hotel George V in Paris and the Hotel Hermitage in Monte Carlo) was responsible for redesigning of the Salon I and Salon II, the Terrasse and the Pavillon gourmet restaurant, which opened in May 2009, revealing a brand new level of splendor. 



Frédéric d'Haufayt created the new design of the Petit Palais ballroom as well as the rooms and suites. 25 rooms were reconfigured as 16 new suites, junior suites, and 6 rooms. . The entire renovation phase involved a total investment of 45 million francs (approx. $45 million or 30 million euros). 

Rooms & Suites
The Baur au Lac has more than 120 rooms and suites, 75 of which are standard rooms, 27 junior suites, and 18 suites. Frédéric d’Haufayt designed new suites and rooms that would convey the warmth and personal ambiance of a private apartment that offers the highest possible standard of comfort, luxury, and high-tech amenities. 
Exquisite art deco artifacts in the style of Jean-Michel Frank and Jansen skillfully contrast with French period furniture and modern elements using only the highest quality materials. All furniture and carpets were specially created for the Baur au Lac by Frédéric d'Haufayt and manufactured by the world's best workshops in France, Germany, Austria, Switzerland, and the United States. Luxurious fabrics from Thailand, Italy, France, and the U.S. were elaborately processed to produce voluminous curtains. The bathrooms at the Baur au Lac are legendary. To this day, the Baur au Lac’s bathrooms are known for their spaciousness and advanced design. Renovating the building's 1844 structure presented a major challenge. Due to differing floor plans and room heights, custom-made natural stone tiles, protective glass panels, and glass doors were produced for each individual bathroom. Lined entirely in marble and warmed by under floor heating, the Baur au Lac’s bathrooms are designed to satisfy even the most elaborate expectations in terms of design, comfort, and technology. 

Restaurants and bar
Rive Gauche Restaurant and Bar
Ever since the 2005, transformations of the old grill room into the Rive Gauche Restaurant and Bar at the Baur au Lac, is considered one of Zurich’s trendiest restaurants.



Imagined by interior designer Cornelius de Fries, and under the gastronomic guidance of Christian von Rechenberg, the restaurant’s interiors’ give a clear indication of the inspiration provided by exclusive establishments in New York, Paris or London. 

In culinary terms, the head chef Olivier Rais and his team have respected yet updated the 100-year tradition of the Baur au Lac Grill Room: the modern, Mediterranean grill
offers light and varied cuisine. Adopting the theme of "Terre et Mer", guests can expect only the freshest daily produce fused with international spices and paired with fine wines. Rare whiskies, from a 1949 Glenlivet to a 1960 Strahisla, and the best Martini cocktails in the city, (they come in 13 different varieties) from the One Night Stand to the Chocolate Martini, are just a few of the highlights.
The restaurant seats 75 and is open from 11.30 am to midnight, Monday through Saturday. The bar is open 11:30 am to 1 am Monday through Thursday, and until 2 am Fridays and Saturdays. 

Pavillon
Designed by star architect Pierre-Yves Rochon, the Pavillon gourmet restaurant reopened in May 2009. One of the most legendary restaurants in Zurich, it represents the culinary heart of the Baur au Lac.  The Pavillon is a glass gazebo - that brings diners in direct contact with the park in which it is located – a green paradise in summer, a wonderland in winter. Besides white and platinum tones, the dominant colors are primarily the lilac and mint-green shades of the art deco upholstered furniture, specially manufactured for the Baur au Lac by leading Parisian artisans. 

The floral patterns on the carpets and curtains, also created by Pierre-Yves Rochon, are reflected in the white-grey and platinum tableware, custom crafted by Rosenthal. Particularly eye-catching are the two paintings by the Swiss artist John Armleder that flank the open fireplace in the lounge of the Pavillon reception area. 



Head chef of the Pavillon is Laurent Eperon whose fresh, dynamic, and contemporary style is a 21st century interpretation of classic haute cuisine.  The Pavillon seats 64 and is open Monday to Sunday from noon until 2 pm and 7 pm until 10 pm. 

Terrasse Bar & Restaurant 
The Terrasse Bar and Restaurant was opened in the hotel’s parkland in May 2009 and instantly became a new hotspot for Zurichers and tourists. The Terrasse occupies a previously unused part of the park that fronts the hotel and bears the hallmark of star architect, Pierre-Yves Rochon. Under his guidance, an entirely new concept was born combining the elegance of vintage design from the turn of the 20th century, such as gleaming white walls and columns decorated with art deco stucco reliefs, and the contemporary design of the modern terrace furniture. 

A sense of relaxation and shades of green, white, black, and grey dominate the new Terrasse. The black chrome and glass tables were individually manufactured in Italy from a design by Pierre-Yves Rochon, and are surrounded by dark grey Dedon rattan sofas with green cushions. The five-meter-long bar counter, custom manufactured in Italy, combines black granite top, exclusive lacquered wood and illuminated glass elements. Magnificent box trees and rosemary shrubs border the tables and seating areas. Chill music and soft, colorful lighting complete the contemporary lounge ambiance of the Terrasse. The Terrasse has seating for up to 138 and is open daily from noon to midnight. Lunch is served from noon until 2 pm, evening meals from 6.30 pm until 10 pm.

The hotel hall
The hotel hall adjoining the entrance hall of the Baur au Lac is a popular all-day meeting place with a fascinating historical background: it was here in 1892 that German author 



Bertha von Suttner convinced the Swedish industrialist Alfred Nobel of the need for the international Nobel Peace Prize. 

8. The conference and banqueting rooms
The Baur au Lac has six conference rooms with seating for up to 400 people. All rooms are equipped with the latest technology and wireless LAN. Salons V and VI also have direct access to a covered terrace. Exceptional designers have recently given the traditional rooms a whole new look.

Recently designed and furnished by the famous Parisian star architect Pierre-Yves Rochon, Salon I and Salon II are ideal for conferences and banquets. The fusion of warm, natural colors, lithographs by Le Corbusier, the grey Saint Anne marble Louis 16th fireplace, and a magnificent Baccarat crystal chandelier create a uniquely refined and exclusive ambience. 

Newly designed by Frédéric d’Haufayt, the Petit Palais exudes a sense of the regal. The extensive renovation pays tribute to the ballroom’s distinguished history.  The elaborately reconstructed coffered ceiling was modeled on the original dating back to the 19th century. The gallery provides the ideal setting for major events, and in combination with Salon I and II is suitable for events for up to 400 people. 

The Baur au Lac also has a new 4th floor rooftop terrace with magnificent views across the rooftops and Lake of Zurich towards the hotel's own park. This open-air space is ideal for small cocktail receptions.

The hotel team 
The Baur au Lac employs some approximately 250 staff from 28 nations. 20% of the staff has been with the hotel for more than a decade and three of the staff is currently in their fifth decade at the Baur au Lac!



The car fleet
At the dawn of the 20th century, the hotel pioneer Karl Kracht realized that the motorcar would inevitably replace the horse-drawn carriage, and that space for parking guests’ cars would soon become a priority.  In 1905, he bought a workshop in nearby Glärnischstrasse that ever since has functioned as the Baur au Lac's garage and repair shop The Baur au Lac's fleet of luxury cars includes multiple Mercedes vehicles and a Rolls Royce Phantom.
